PLUCKING PROCEDURE

1) Make sure you are wearing grounding straps, mask, booties, coat, and hat.

2) Remove part from “To Be Repaired” shelf.

3) Remove part from box and put on table under stereoscope.  

4) Turn on light and adjust stereoscope to focus on wires.

5) Find the wire to be plucked using numbers printed on sensors.  

6) Manipulate with probe tip until wire breaks.

7) Remove broken wire with tweezers.

8) Repeat as necessary.

9) Turn off light.

10) Put part back in box.

11) Enter plucked channels into bonding database using Module Repair link.

12) Put repaired module on “Repaired” shelf in testing room.

PULL TESTING PROCEDURE

Pull test bonds on PA for every 10th hybrid and every 10th module bonded.  

1) Make sure you are wearing grounding straps, mask, booties, coat, and hat.

2) Attach hook to machine.

3) Turn on machine and printer.  Press enter when display says “Reset?”

4) Remove part from bonder.

5) Place module or hybrid on appropriate plate.

6) Adjust microscope to focus on wires on test patch on PA.

7) Position hook under highest part of loop (not the center of loop) with joystick.

8) Push button on top of the joystick to start test.

9) Repeat as necessary.

10) Use tweezers to remove broken wires.

11) Print analysis of pull test data.  Hit “print” button twice and then “enter”.

12) Remove part from pull tester.

13) Enter pull test data in bonding database.

Machine settings:

For destructive testing, NDT light should be off.  

For non-destructive testing, NDT light should be on.  Press “Force” button to set test limit in grams.
